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[bookmark: _GoBack]2nd Call for n. 2 scholarships within the Action 3 of “Progetto Mediterraneo”, 
funded by Fondazione  Terzo Pilastro – Italia e Mediterraneo

The President's Trust




ART. 1 – Objectives

1. LUISS University, jointly with The President's Trust, offers n. 2 scholarships for students starting from the academic year 2017-2018, in order to be enrolled to LUISS Laurea programmes (Bachelor).

2. Students will have the possibility to choose one of the following Laurea courses (Bachelor), in Italian of in English language, according to their language competences:

- Laurea triennale in Economics and Business (in English)
- Laurea triennale in Economia e Management (in Italian)
- Laurea triennale in Scienze Politiche (in Italian)
- Laurea triennale in Politics, Philosophy and Economics (in English)

3. Selected students will receive a scholarship by LUISS University for 3 years starting in the academic year 2017-18. The scholarship will bear expenses related to tuition fees, housing, meals, health, books and stationery, for the entire period of mobility (3 years), as indicated in the Annex 1 of the present Call.

4. At the end of the Laurea study programme, once participating students have completed all required courses and obtained all required credits, and have received a passing grade on his/her thesis, they will receive the Italian academic Bachelor degree named “Laurea”. 

ART. 2 - Eligibility criteria 

1. In order to apply for the scholarship, candidates have to satisfy the following criteria:

· Maltese citizenship;
· fulfill all the Italian requirements to be admitted to an Italian Laurea programme (final matriculation certificate that gives access to Higher Educational courses);
· excellent school performance;
· socially and economically disadvantaged status;
· good knowledge of English language;
· motivation and interest in the chosen study programme;
· only for courses held in Italian: good knowledge of Italian language.

ART. 3 - Procedures and terms of application 

1. Candidates must apply to The President's Trust at the following address - The President’s Trust, San Anton Palace, Attard.   All required documents are to be submitted by hand at this office between 9 00am and 16 00hrs.  The deadline for applications to be submitted is the Friday 15th September at noon.

2. Together with the Application form (available online), candidates must provide the following documents: 

1. Curriculum vitae in English/Italian
2. A motivation letter in English/Italian
3. Copy of a valid passport/ID
4. Proof of disadvantaged socio-economic status [one’s own and/or family’s financial statements including if necessary evidence of other extraordinary expenses, references related to social situation.] 
5. Copy of the final matriculation certificate that gives access to Higher Educational courses
6. Language certificate(s) or proof of language proficiency (Italian language): only for courses held in Italian

Only applications accompanied by all documentation and received by the deadline of this call for applications will be considered.

Art. 4 - Selection procedures and list of selected candidates

1. Applications will be assessed by a Commission composed by representatives of The President's Trust and LUISS University. The Commission shall evaluate applications on the basis of the following criteria: 

1. School performance 
2. Motivation letter 
3. Socio-economic status
4. Gender balance


2.  The selection process will take place in two phases, Phase 1 and Phase 2:

Phase 1:

1- A call for applications will be issued to all potential candidates in Malta and published on all possible channels.
2- The Application form will be available online.
3- In Phase 1, the student will submit the application form along with the supporting documents based on the following selection criteria:

a. School performance (50%)
b. Economic status (20%)
c. Motivation letter (30%)
An initial selection process will take place to shortlist a number of students (5) by The President's Trust representatives.
Phase 2:

1- The Commission will approve a short-list of 5 selected candidates who may be invited  to attend an interview with LUISS University academics in order to select the final list of 2 scholarship beneficiaries.
2- The President's Trust will inform candidates about the result of the selection process.

Art. 5 - Students’ obligations and rights

1. In order to receive the scholarship and maintain their enrolment in the Laurea programme, selected students will need to comply with academic and non-academic requirements, such as completing a certain number of credits each year, obtaining a minimum average grade and not be guilty of any academic or personal infringement.

2. Selected students will sign a “Student Agreement” containing all rights and obligations deriving from their status.

3. Selected students shall be subject to policies, procedures and the laws of the Host institution and the host country. The students will be disciplined or expelled for violations in the same manner as students of the Host institution.

5. Selected students shall have the same rights and privileges regarding the facilities and amenities of the Host institution as the home students.

ART. 6 - Conditions of scholarship awarding and enrolment

1. In order to accept the scholarship, each beneficiary have to sign the Student Agreement provided by LUISS University.

2. The scholarship will be assigned only to enrolled selected candidates. In case a selected candidate does not enroll in a Laurea degree programme at LUISS University, the scholarship will be considered void and cancelled.

3. In case of renouncement or impossibility to enroll, the selected candidate will be replaced by the first available candidate in the selection list until all scholarships are assigned.




ANNEX 1


SCHOLARSHIP DETAILS


1. Selected students will receive a scholarship by LUISS University for the entire period of studies (three academic year). 

2. The scholarship will bear expenses covering tuition fees, housing, meals, health, books and stationery for the entire period of the Programme. 

3. LUISS University will provide off-campus accommodation in Rome within reasonable access to the campus, e.g. by public transport. 

4. LUISS University will assist students in organizing orientation activities, and providing on-going academic and social support services.

5. All amounts are expressed in Euro (€) and they cannot exceed the total amount indicated within the present Annex.

6. The funds related to the scholarship can be summarised as follows:

A. LUISS University fees for each student per each of the 3 academic years.
B. Educational material/books for each student during the entire Programme.
C. Off-campus accommodation in Rome including the access to the university canteen.
D. Living expenses for each student during the three academic years: € 300 per month.
E. Travel costs for each student to cover two return trips per academic year: € 500 per travel.
F. Rental costs for PC/laptop for each student per each of the 3 academic years.

6. LUISS University will organise an Italian course during the three academic years for the selected students in order to improve their language skills. 

8. Different expenses related to the period spent in Italy following an academic programme at LUISS University will be managed and paid to the selected students directly by LUISS University, according to the amounts indicated in the present Annex.
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
